AGENDA ITEM: Installation of Automated Card Access System at LEC 

PREVIOUS ACTION:       

RECOMMENDED BOARD ACTION: Authorize the installation of a card reader automated access 
control system for the Law Enforcement Center at a cost not to exceed $14545 with funds from the 
Building Fund.  

COMMENTS: 

The current use of keys and codes to control access in the building is very problematic.   Issues such as 
compromised security due to shared codes, copied keys and inability to respond timely in matters involving 
employee terminations not only jeopardize staff safety but compromises our mission.   Updating to an 
automated system will allow us to better secure all areas of our facility and will also provide a method of 
tracking the details surrounding access to mission critical areas such as dispatch, ammunition and evidence.  
Finally, an automated system will resolve some of the issues we have experienced due to locking 
mechanisms that have failed due to worn tumblers.   
 
Considerations was given to upgrading the current system of locks and codes, adopting the Honeywell 
system currently used by the county, and the Blue Bright Intelligent Access Management system by 
Schlege presented by Krause Lock.   The Blue Bright Intelligent Access Management system proved to be 
the most cost effective.   
 
The Blue Bright system will integrate with the current county access cards used by the Honeywell system.   
The system can also be relocated for future use.  
 
The amount listed above covers installation of access readers at 13 doors.  The controller itself will support 
up to 32 doors.
